1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE  None
2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST IN RESPECT OF THE CURRENT AGENDA  None
3. TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING HELD ON THE 25thJune 2021.  Approved 
4. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION -- Open session for members of the Public to speak.  (10 Minutes).  None
5. POLICE REPORT – previously circulate, no comment received

6. 	COUNTY/DISTRICT COUNCILLOR REPORT.  Cllr Dixon discussed the draft expansion plan for North Walsham, to include 1800 houses and a new link road to remove the heavy goods and industrial traffic from the town.  Cllr Dixon wanted to understand how Sloley Parish Council report footpaths issues and as interested to hear that the footpath inspections take place during the village walk (due to take place on the 24th October.   The County Council have increased individual allowances to £10k for highways and tree planting projects. 

7. HIGHWAYS. To receive an update from Cllr Rose and Cllr Dixon. Cllr Rose updated the meeting about the outstanding highways issues.  Cllr Dixon asked Cllr Rose to forward the outstanding matter so that he can pursue a resolution.  Cllr Bosdet (Vice Chairman) informed the meeting that the standing water outside Old Sloley Hall and Anchor Street.  Cllr Rose will report.

8. TO RECEIVE AN UPDATE ON ITEMS FROM PREVIOUS MINITES
a. The Phone Box.  Cllr Rumsby reported that the telephone box has been completed and Members remarked that it looked much better.  Cllr Rumsby said that should the Council decide to support a defibrillator her Husband is willing to carry out the work inside the phone kiosk to make it waterproof.  Cllr Rumsby presented an email for materials and, on a proposal from Cllr Stringer (Chairman) members voted to pay the invoice unanimously.  
b. The Noticeboard Repairs.  It was agreed that the noticeboards would be inspected on the walk
c. The Village Sign.  No further communication has been received from the Blacksmith.  It is assumed that he is too busy at the moment and members agreed to wait until he makes contact.
d. The Dog Bin.  Cllr Stringer informed the meeting that the dog bin has been placed under the noticeboard.  The Clerk will inform the Council accordingly
